Yateley Men at War __ — Heartbeats of Remembrance —
Graham Fleuty

On Remembrance Sunday over the years we have heard the names of
the men on the Yateley War Memorial read out. For many the question
was “what actually happened when these men marched out of Yateley
to War?” So Graham Fleuty began a project to identify them. From the
original pen sketches of the men on the memorial a book of incredible
stories has grown. The centenary of 1914 and the 75" anniversary of
the Second World War are looming, and what happened to these men
is an important part of our village history.

The aim of the book is to recount the military events which the men experienced up to the day they died.
Yateley Men at War is a unique record of a small town in North East Hampshire, and the hundreds of
men it yielded up for the war. It is a piece of military history which is largely forgotten, except for the
families

involved.

Yateley Men at War — Heartbeats of Remembrance is due for publication, in December 2011, at the RRP
of £15.
